A Sketchbook or Multimedia Journal

Moleskine, Strathmore, etc. spiral, softbound or hardbound

A Watercolor pad, block, or Journal

A Large Newsprint pad or Bogus paper (recycled paper)

Larger pad or separate sheets of drawing paper

Easel, portable, (standing or table top)

Drawing board (or piece of Masonite)

Spring clips (for attaching pads or paper to your drawing board)

Drafting tape or painter's masking tape (purple)

Vine or compressed charcoal, or charcoal pencils

Conté Sketching Pencils (Sanguine, Black, White)

Conté Crayons (Sanguine, Black, White) Matchbook sketching set of 4
